3. b. Students know changes in weather occur from day to day and across seasons, affecting Earth and its inhabitants



	Specific Academic Learning Objectives:

· Students will learn about the different seasons and how the earths rotation causes the seasons.
· At the end of the lesson, students will be able to label and describe specific characteristics of each seasons and how the earths rotation causes the seasons.

	Prerequisites:
· Students will need to know the different type of weather systems
· Students will need to know the names of the seasons before we discuss how the earth moves
· Students should know that the earth moves in an orbit
· Before moving into the body of the lesson, we will review the prerequisites in detail
 

	

	Academic language demands:

· Seasons, fall, winter, summer, spring, earth, rotation, axis, sun, shadow
· Students will be using receptive listening while discussing the different types of seasons and the earths rotation. The students will be using productive speaking as we discuss the types of seasons and working together on our art activity. 

	Accommodations (to ensure all students have access to the curriculum):
·  Academic language will be written on the board. Most of the work we will be using will be images which helps make it easier for students to distinguish
· Students will have images to help guide them with any written work
· English learners will have access to the curriculum through constant communication with the teacher and classmates


	Assessment:

· I will be collecting the students’ art work when completed
· The evidence will help me determine if students understand the characteristics of each of the seasons
· If students are not placing the correct colors for the seasons on the right trees, we will not continue onto the next lesson. The students and I will then go back and discuss what the seasons are in greater detail.


	Instructional Sequence:

10 Min
	Set or introduction:

1. Review the different type of weather systems we learned from the previous lesson
2. When do we see rain more? When do we see the sun more? 
3. Introduce the seasons to the students 


	45 Min
	Developing Content/Body of Lesson: 
1. Discuss what the different seasons characteristics are
2. List the different characteristics of each season the poster paper
3. Discuss how the seasons are caused by the earths rotation
4. Look at diagrams of the earths rotation
5. Discuss the rules of the art project to the students
6. Trace and cut out students’ hand and arm on brown construction paper
7. Have students add paint to four different “trees” to describe the seasons
8. Have students label each tree with the correct season
