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LESSON PLAN #__8__

	Learning Segment Focus or “Big Idea”: What is making the earth so warm?


	Grade: K
	Content Area: Science

	Time Allotted: 45 Minutes
	Classroom organization: Whole class/ group work

	Resources and materials:


Paper plates

Scissors

Blue paint

Green paint
Popsicle sticks
Pictures of waste, atmosphere, emissions


	Content Standard(s):

3. Earth is composed of land, air, and water. As a basis for understanding this concept:

a. Students know characteristics of mountains, rivers, oceans, valleys, deserts, and local landforms.



	Specific Academic Learning Objectives:

· Students will learn how the cars, gasses, and garbage that is being produced is causing the earth to warm
· At the end of the lesson, students will be able to identify some of the problems that are causing the world to heat up. 

	Prerequisites:

· Students will need to know the different types of weather systems, specifically what makes the weather warm, and what makes the weather cold. 
· Students will need to know the seasons, and how the seasons change the temperature of the weather. 
· Students should be familiar with the different types of habitats and how the habitats have a variety of temperature differences. 
· Students should be aware of the type of animals that inhabit the polar regions. 
· Students should know that the Arctic and Antarctica are made of mostly ice
· Students should know how the sun is effecting the temperature on the earth
 

	Academic language demands:

· Earth, fever, temperature, global warming, gasses, oxygen, atmosphere, mountains, desert, Arctic, ocean, heat, sun, emissions, waste
· Students will use receptive listening while we discuss the warming of the earth. Students will use productive speaking and writing as we work on our projects that help us understand climate change more.


	Accommodations (to ensure all students have access to the curriculum):
·  Academic language is accessible to all students through the use of pictures and diagrams
· Students will use the discussions they have with their group members to help with tricky language. 
· I will also be there to help with language that students might not understand 


	Assessment:

· I will be collecting the projects completed by the students at the end of the lesson
· We will discuss how the earth is being made, “sick” and discuss possible solutions to help
· I will assess students’ understanding through the discussions we will have at the end of the lesson


	Instructional Sequence:

	Time
10 Min
	Set or introduction:

How will you begin the lesson?  How will you engage and motivate learners, connect to prior experience, activate prior knowledge and/or share learning outcomes? 
1. Title a poster paper with, “Why is the earth so warm?”

2. Ask the students’ why the believe the earth is so warm and jot down the ideas on the paper. 

3. Add pictures to the bullet points to help students understand more 

4. Show students pictures of what is causing the globe to warm up: waste and emissions


	30 Min
	Developing Content/Body of Lesson:  What instructional strategies and learning tasks will you use in the main part of the lesson?
1. Discuss how the earth is our home and we need to take better care of it

2. Describe how some people call the earth, “Mother Earth,” and ask students why they think people call it that?

3. Describe to the students’ that the earth we live on is “sick.” Use details about eating a lot of junk food or candy and how that makes us feel? How does the earth feel with all the trash and waste that is being produced.

4. Tell the students’ we will be doing an activity where we make earth masks to honor the earth we live on

5. Have students pick up their supplies and go to their desks

6. As a class, guide the students to draw a smile and two eyes on the mask. Have the students cut out the eyes and smile.
7. Guide the students to pain the paper plate blue

8. When they are finished, have the students take green paint, and add small continents onto the mask

9. Give each student a popsicle stick and have them place it on the bottom of their masks.



	
	Checks for Understanding / On-going informal assessment:

How will you know what students are understanding? (questioning and observing throughout the lesson)
At the end of the lesson, I will be asking students’ what it feels like when we eat a bunch of junk food. We will then review how the earth fills and what is causing the earth to be so “sick” and warm.



	5 Min
	Closure:

How will learners summarize or reflect on what they learned (for example, share work, share a strategy, share a process, discuss what they learned, raise a new question)?
1. Have the children sit back on the carpet
2. Review what it feels like to eat a bunch of junk food
3. Ask the students what is making the earth “sick”
4. Discuss with the students’ that tomorrow we are going to learn how to help the earth get better
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
